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A     s a packaging professional, would you be able to claim that packaging save lives and help provide 
the answer to world hunger?

 Do you know how MORE packaging can sometimes reduce environmental and economic impact?

Do you think adding renewable content to packaging material reduces or adds to the environmental impact?

These are just some of the very topical aspects of packaging to be addressed by Dr Juanita Day, Amcor
